Benching Request : Only one benching request will be 

allowed. If you list more than one, only the first request will 
be considered. Handicapped exhibitors will receive preferen-

tial and ôfreeõ benching for end-of-row requests. All other 
end-of-row requests will be benched on a first-come, first-

served space available basis at a cost of $15.00. We will make 
every attempt to bench your cats per your request, however, 

the club cannot guarantee that all benching requests can be 
honored due to space limitations and show hall configuration. 

NOTE: THIS IS A òBRING YOUR OWN CAGEó 
SHOW . We will have a limited supply of òemergencyó pop-

up zippered tents available for purchase at $20.00/each.  

Benching/Cage space : Benching is sold in increments of 

24ó deep x 48ó wide (equals double cage space). Top, floor, 
sides & back of your personal cage(s) must be covered. Per 

TICA rules, only 1 cat or 2 kittens per 1/2 double, and 2 cats 
or 4 kittens per double cage. If your personal cage is longer 

than 48ó, you must also purchase a grooming space to ac-
commodate the extra width.   

Exhibition/For Sale Spaces  are $45 in increments of 24ó 
deep by 48ó wide, and are ONLY available to exhibitors who 

have at least one cat entered for competition,  provided 
space is available. You must complete an entry form for each 

kitten or cat on exhibition and/or For Sale. No cat or kitten 
will be allowed in the show hall that is not listed in the cata-
log. No sales allowed from carriers. If you are bringing cat(s) 

for sale, you MUST purchase a òFor Saleó cage space and 
comply with all TICA rules regarding maximum numbers 

allowed (No more than 2 adults or 4 kittens in double cage). 

Ring Clerks/Stewards   ñ Clerks will receive lunch plus 

$35/day of clerking. Clerks will be paid after clerking, please 
do not deduct clerking fees from your entry form. Prefer-

ence is given to those in the TICA judging and clerking 
programs. The Club needs cage cleaners. Stewards will 

receive lunch plus $20/day for stewarding. Preferences for 
stewards will be given to those enrolled in the JE program. 

Food in Show Hall ñ No outside food/drinks are allowed 
in the show hall. The hotel will have the òPantryó open for 

your food & beverage needs on a pre-ordered or cash & 
carry basis during advertised show hours. 

 

Show & Marked Catalogs ñ One show catalog is 

included free with your first entry. Additional show catalogs 
are $10 each if pre-ordered. The show committee accepts 

no responsibility for catalog errors due to illegibility or 
mistakes on the entry form. The marked catalog will be

Kitten Age Requirements  ñ To compete, kittens must 
be 4 calendar months old (born on or before April 3, 

2019.  To be allowed in the show hall for exhibition and/or 
for sale, kittens must be 3 calendar months old (born on or 

before May 3, 2019) . Note: A TICA litter  registration 
must be provided to the Entry Clerk at the time of entry. 

Any kitten under 4 months of age without proof of age will 
be not be entered into the show, nor will it be allowed in the 

show hall. 

Household Pets (HHPõs)ñ HHP Kittens (4 to 8 months 

old) do NOT need to be altered. HHPs over 8 months of age 
must be altered (neutered or spayed). Please phone the entry 

clerk if you are not sure of your catõs color, or if you have 
any questions about how to fill out the entry form. 

Preliminary New Breeds and Advanced New Breeds  
ð According to TICA Show Rule 203.19, all Preliminary New 

Breeds (PNB) and Advanced New Breeds (ANB) must have a 
TICA registration number prior to entering any TICA show. 
No PNB or ANB may enter a show with a òregistration 

pendingó status. 

Health ñ This is a non-vetted show. Every cat that enters 

the show hall must conform to normally accepted health 
requirements and be up-to-date on its vaccinations. Front 

and back claws must be clipped. Cats from households with 
contagious or infectious illnesses within the last 21 days are 

ineligible for entry.  Cats with suspected contagious or infectious 
illness or with parasites will be removed from the show hall.  

Liability ð The Maine Event, TICA, the Doubletree by Hilton 
Spokane City Center will not be held liable for injury, loss or 

damage to cats, exhibitors, property of exhibitors, vendors 
or other such persons or property in attendance.

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TICA Rules (partial list):  
 
Show Rule 29.2.3 -- Under no circumstances may the show management accept entries not printed in the catalog. This does not apply to entries ac-

cepted prior to the printing of the catalog which have been inadvertently omitted by the show management (sometimes referred to as a ñLate 
Pageò). Therefore, the exhibitor will not bring any cats/kittens in the Show Hall that are NOT listed in the official show catalog (Show Rules,  

       Article 10 ï Responsibilities of Exhibitors). 
 
Show Rule 29.2.3.1 -- No substitute cats or kittens can be accepted in place of the original entry printed in the catalog. 
 
Show Rule 23.4 ï cats or kittens obviously pregnant are ineligible for competition. 
 
Show Rule 23.8.1 ï No kitten under the age of three (3) calendar months is permitted in the show hall under any circumstance. 
 
Show Rule 26.1.2 ï No more than two (2) kittens or one (1) cat may be benched in a single cage, whether entered for competition, exhibition or for 

sale. 
 
Show Rule 24.3 ï Each entry shall be accompanied by the published fee. No entry fee or related charges will be returned except for failure on the part 

of the sponsoring club to hold a ñVettedò show as advertised, or if there is  change in the advertised judges, date, location and/or format of the 
show as set forth in Show Rule 24.3.1. In such cases, the club shall refund the total amount if requested by the Exhibitor. 

 
Show Rule 25.3 and 210.6 ï No exhibitor shall bring into the show hall any cat, whether for show, exhibition, sale, or otherwise, which is infested with 

any parasite, including but not limited to fleas, ear mites, lice or ticks. 
 
Standing Rule 205.3, -- If a cat is suspect under Show Rules 25.3, it is the duty of the Show Manager to have the cat in question immediately re-

moved from the show hall until a veterinarian confirms and/or diagnoses the suspected illness or certifies that the cat is free from contagious or 
infectious illness. Further, it is acknowledged that in no event is the Club or show management required to refund entry fees (Per Standing Rule 
205.3.5).  

 
Show Rule 26.1.1 ï No change in benching arrangements shall be made without the permission of the show management. 
 
Show Rule 29.5.2 ï The Show Committee, at its discretion, may refuse to allow the distribution of any printed material that contains a defamatory 

statement about another exhibitor or TICA member, the Association, or any appointed or elected official of the Association. See Show Rule 29.5.2 
for the complete list 

 
Show Rule 29.5.3 ï Except as provided in 29.5.2.2.1 and 29.5.2.2.2, the Show Committee, at its discretion, may refuse to allow the distribution of 

printed materials by vendors, spectators, exhibitors, or any other person in attendance at a TICA sanctioned show. 
 
Show Rule 23.6.5 ï The show committee, at its discretion, may refuse to accept any entry for the following reason: Prior conduit of the entry and/or 

exhibitor is detrimental to the best interest of the association or the welfare of cats or the club and/or its show. 
 

Club Rules: 
 
With the exception of cats available for adoption by rescue organizations, no other cats or kittens are allowed in the show hall unless they are listed in 

the official show catalog.  
 
No cat or kitten sales are allowed from carriers. 
 
No cats/kittens may be kept in carriers underneath the benching area. 
 
Exhibition/For Sale cats. An exhibitor who has at least one cat entered and competing in the cat show, can purchase an Exhibition/For Sale cage, pro-

vided space is available. The exhibitor must complete an entry form for each kitten or cat for sale and/or on exhibition and have them listed in 
the printed catalog. No cat or kitten will be allowed in the show hall if it is not listed in the catalog. The ONLY exception allowed is for rescue 
groups with cats/kittens for adoption. The exhibitor must comply with all TICA rules regarding maximum numbers allowed per cage (i.e., no more 
than 2 adults or 4 kittens in a double cage). 

 
Cat/Kitten sales: Any exhibitor/Owner who sells or places a cat or kitten with another person, where transfer of ownership occurs in the show hall, 

shall comply with the following: 
 

A sales agreement will be used for the transaction specifically showing contract terms. Both parties will execute the agreement in the show hall 
and each shall retain one copy for their records. 

 
The Exhibitor/Owner shall notify the Show Manager of the sale/placement prior to the cat/kitten leaving the show hall. The Show Manager will 

provide a signed authorization form to the Exhibitor/Owner so the cat/kitten can leave the show hall. 
 

The Exhibitor/Owner shall escort the new Owner out of the show hall with the cat/kitten in a secure, enclosed carrier. 
  

The Exhibitor/Owner shall stop at the front gate to provide the staff with a signed authorization by the Show Manager that it is okay to let the 
New Owner to leave with the cat/kitten. 

 
The Club is not liable for any contractual agreements of any kind (verbal or written) between the seller or buyer of any cat(s). 

 
If the Exhibitor/Owner fails to comply with any of these procedures and rules described in this show flyer and/or Club website, the Exhibitor/Owner 

may be required by the Show Manager to pay the Club a fine up to $100.00 US for each infraction for non-compliance. 
 
If the Exhibitor/Owner refuses to pay the assessed fine for any rule infraction, the Club has the right to turn the exhibitor in to the TICA Executive 

Office as a bad debt and therefore, the Exhibitor/Owner acknowledges they will not be able to conduct any business with the TICA organization 
until said payment has been received by the Club. 

 
The Exhibitor/Owner also understands that non-compliance with these procedures and rules may ban them from visiting or entering any cats at fu-

ture Club shows. 
 
The Club has instituted a civility code of conduct. Any exhibitor verbally abusing or talking badly about anyone else will be asked to leave the venue 
for the rest of the show. No refunds will be paid by the club for any missed judging rings.
